and tell the story of our faith.

Christmas and Easter are familiar to
many, marking Jesus’ birth, death and
resurrection. Ascension and Pentecost are
not so widely known but without them the
story is incomplete.

Jesus told His disciples before He died — ‘Now | am going
to Him who sent me . . . it is for your good that | am going
away. Unless I go away the Counsellor [that is the Holy
Spirit] will not come to you.” (John 16:5,7)

And so it happened that after the resurrection Jesus returned
to His Father; that is what we recall on Ascension Day, this
year on Thursday 17" May. The following Sunday week, this
year 27" May, at the time of the Jewish feast of Pentecost,
the promised Holy Spirit came! The disciples were ‘clothed
with power from on high’ (Luke 24:49) power which
transformed them.

It is the Holy Spirit who first convicts of us of our sin and
brings us to Jesus in repentance; it is the Spirit who speaks
into our hearts as we read the Bible, and it is the Spirit who
daily fills us, giving us strength, hope, joy and peace.
